WHEREAS, it is necessary that the Governing Body take
eppropriate offleial &‘ction respecting the relccation program
and said Urban Renewnl Plan for the Profect, in conformi ty
with the contract for finencial assistance between the Local
Public Agency and the United States of America, acting by
and through the Housing and Home Finance Administrator; and,
